specific qualifications to undertake the program of study you have selected. Your statement should give
evidence of your writing abilities, motivation, and your adaptability to new circumstances. Those of you
who attend universities will be required to write papers which will be graded. Your statement should
reflect your ability and willingness to write such papers. How do your objectives for studying abroad
compare to the ESU’s mission and objectives? How will you apply the personal experience of British
culture in the 6-10 year period following your return home?

3. Please include 6 copies of your application, personal essay, letters of recommendations, and your
transcripts.
