Important Travel Update for U.S. Citizens

The ETA, which costs £10 to apply for (approximately $12.75 or €8.50), offers pre-

authorization for entry into the UK.

Approval for the ETA may take up to 72 hours, and once granted, it remains valid for up

to 2 years.

It’s important to note that the ETA is specifically valid for UK entry only; it is not

applicable for any other purpose.

The ETA operates as a pre-authorization system and should not be confused with a

traditional visa.

The ETA applies to individuals eligible to travel to the UK without a visa including U.S.

citizens and green card holders.

We strongly encourage participants to review the ETA requirements and apply in advance to

ensure a smooth travel experience.
